Re.: Hyndburn Children’s Trust / LDAAT funding opportunity

The Hyndburn Children’s Trust, in conjunction with the Lancashire Drug and Alcohol Action Team (LDAAT), is inviting applications from all partners and agencies to deliver interventions in Hyndburn to reduce the harm caused by alcohol and substance misuse. 

Bids will need to comply with the following criteria set out by LDAAT:
· Provide good quality education and advice so that young people and their parents are provided with credible information to actively resist substance misuse.
· Intervene early with young people and young adults.
· Break intergenerational paths to dependency by supporting vulnerable families.
In addition, the Hyndburn Children’s Trust is keen to support bids, which deliver activities in Hyndburn to address one the Trust’s priorities in the following areas: 
Alcohol and Drugs

· Raising awareness to parents and carers in relation to the impact of alcohol on children and young people.  

· Providing consistent information to parents and families.

· Family-support projects, which use the ‘whole family’ approach and ‘strengthening families’ model, focusing on supporting families into universal services and, where appropriate, signpost to specialist services. 

· Positive activities for children and young people exposed to alcohol and drugs.

Domestic Violence

· Preventative PHSE lessons to identify families at early stages.
· Awareness-raising for primary and secondary aged children and young people.
· High School support for pupils who are living in households where there is domestic violence.
· Family-support projects, which use the ‘whole family’ approach and ‘strengthening families’ model, focusing on supporting families into universal services and, where appropriate, signpost to specialist services. 

· Support for young people between 16  and 18 years specifically.
· Positive activities for children and young people exposed to domestic violence.

The amount of funding available is £20,000 in total for Hyndburn. 
Agencies are advised that the Trust is likely to want to spread these funds across more than one of the areas outlined above.

In order to achieve best use of funding available, applications are therefore particularly welcome from projects that seek match funding or submit a multi-agency application (with evidence of partnership support). 

Multiple bids for more than one project or option-based applications based upon alternative amounts of funding are also welcome.
