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When is a winner not a winner? 
Cllr Brian Roberts, Chair of the Community Safety Partnership has warned local people not to be taken in by a Euro millions Lottery scam letter, which he received himself recently. 
Cllr Roberts said, “ I want people to know that this letter is doing the rounds. If you receive unsolicited email or mail telling you that you have won money. you should ask yourself , ‘Have I entered any scheme or have I bought any tickets?’ If the answer is no then throw the letter in the bin. Remember that no one will give you money for nothing.”
Cllr Roberts continued, “if someone asks you to ring to confirm details or to give your bank account details in order for them to make the payment. Don’t. These numbers which are given are often premium rate telephone numbers for which you will be charged exorbitant amounts.” 
Inspector Dave Mangan from Lancashire Constabulary said,

This type of scam targets vulnerable people and we advise people not to get involved and always to be suspicious of unsolicited mail that asks for personal details. It is tempting to reply on the off chance that you might win but they are just scams.   Remember if it sounds too good to be true, then it probably is ! 
Cllr Brian Roberts, Chair of the Community Safety Partnership concluded, 

It is despicable that people target vulnerable members of our society and often the people who can least afford to give money often send money in order to make more. Remember you only win if you buy into it in the first place. You don’t give personal details on the national lottery so you can’t be traced.

‘Responsible’ authorities within Community Safety Partnerships have a statutory duty to work with other local agencies and organisations to develop and implement strategies to tackle crime and disorder, misuse of drugs, anti-social and other behaviour adversely affecting the local environment. (s6, Crime and Disorder Act 1998 as amended by s97 and s98 Police Reform Act 2002 and s1, Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005).

The ‘responsible’ authorities set out in s5 of the Crime and Disorder Act 1998 are:

• Police;

• Police authorities;

• Local authorities;

• Fire and Rescue authorities;

• Primary Care Trusts (PCTs) in England (added on 30 April 2004).

‘Responsible authorities’ are under a statutory duty to ensure that the key agencies come together to work in partnership in the CSP. They are also expected to invite a range of local private, voluntary, other public and community groups including the public to become involved in the development and delivery of the Strategic Assessments and Plans. 

From 31 July 2007, Registered Social Landlords in England are co-operating bodies with the ‘responsible’ authorities of Community Safety Partnerships and the Environment Agency in England became an invitee to participate with the ‘responsible’ authorities in their functions on the partnership. 

This Partnership response to preventing crime and improving community safety ensures a joint and co-ordinated approach is taken across the borough.
In addition to Hyndburn Borough Council, Lancashire County Council and Lancashire Constabulary the Partnership is also supported by many other statutory and voluntary groups namely; Lancashire Probation Trust; Hyndburn Victim Support Scheme, Hyndburn Community Network, Hyndburn Magistrates, Lancashire Youth Offending Team,  Lancashire Police Authority, Lancashire Fire & Rescue Service and East Lancashire Primary Care Trust.

The Police & Justice Act (2006) now places a duty on Community Safety Partnerships to conduct an annual Strategic Assessment (previously a duty to conduct a crime and disorder audit every three years), which will inform the 3-year Community Safety Partnership Plan. The Plan will be refreshed annually following the Strategic Assessment.
