1. Winners and representatives from your group/organisation must be available to attend the event in November 2011.
2. Voluntary, community and faith groups should make the nomination on behalf of their organisation and not individuals.
3. Nominations should be made by an officer from your community, voluntary or faith group.
4. Evidence to support the nomination must be supplied by a second officer from the group submitting the nomination. (see Section B).
5. Mayor of Hyndburn Awards are only open to those people living and volunteering in Hyndburn.

6. Nominations are equally welcome for small local activities that make an impact on a few beneficiaries and large groups/project that cover wider areas.
7. Awards will be judged on activity and initiatives that are on-going or may be completed by end March 2012.
8. All entries must be received by the 28th October 2011 deadline.
9. Entries cannot be returned.
10. One entry form must be submitted per category entered.
11. The judges will shortlist two entries per award who will be invited to attend the awards event in November 2011 at Accrington Town Hall.

12. Every short listed person will receive an invitation to the event along with the person nominating them and two guests OR representatives from their voluntary, community or faith group.

13. Winners will be announced at the event and will be the entry who, in the opinion of the judges, best fulfils the criteria required.

14. The judges' decision is final and no correspondence can be entered into.

15. Please get permission from the nominee before submitting.  Once the nomination has been received we take this to mean that they agree to information you have provided being used in the press and as part of promotion material for the awards.
16. As nominators you will be anonymous to all except the nominee, event organisers (Hyndburn Community Network and the Mayor’s office) and the judging panel.
17. To nominate a person for the Fundraiser of the Year award, evidence of monies raised must be submitted with the nomination form e.g. annual accounts sheet.
