Briefing sheet for Lancashire Countywide Community Cohesion network
Lancashire Constabulary absolutely condemns the criminality and violence that has been committed in London and in other cities across the UK over recent nights.

Today, the Chief Constable has approved the deployment of three Lancashire Public Support Units and a Public Order Commander – a total of 76 officers – in mutual aid to the Metropolitan Police Service with immediate effect (Tuesday, 9th August).

The Constabulary meanwhile remains resilient in its capability and capacity to maintain ‘business as usual’ policing during this period of mutual aid.

The Chief Constable has also made it clear that should any kind of related incident occur in Lancashire – and there is nothing to suggest it will - the Constabulary will deal with it quickly and firmly as criminality and violence of the kind seen elsewhere will not be tolerated in the county.
A force-wide operation is in place to ensure that the situation remains under close watch and that resources are readily available should they be needed. Whilst the Constabulary has not cancelled all rest days or annual leave, it has made a decision not to approve any new requests for the duration of the operation, which is currently indefinite, to ensure it can fulfil all its duties to the people of Lancashire and the police service in general.
Clearly business and retail properties have been targeted in London and elsewhere as the media coverage has shown, and although the Constabulary is not issuing specific advice to this sector or any other in Lancashire at this moment in time, it may be a timely reminder for them to check their crime prevention arrangements.
Should any future response require a multi-agency approach, the Constabulary will implement the usual co-ordination process.
