Operation Nimrod—Drug Dealers Arrested

On Tuesday 6 June and Wednesday 7 June, 14 drug dealers were arrested as police carried out a series of co-ordinated dawn raids in Accrington.  Officers from across the division were deployed in early morning raids and targeted drug dealing activity in the town in response to concerns from the local community. ��Operation Nimrod is Lancashire Constabulary's long-term campaign to eradicate Class A drugs dealing from the county and involved two months of investigations prior to the arrests.


Since 2002, in Eastern Division alone, there have been 120 convictions resulting in over 200 years imprisonment for drugs dealers targeted in previous Nimrod operations.  Chief Inspector Wyllie, in charge of the policing of Hyndburn said, “ We do not want other drug dealers replacing those arrested during the operation. I urge the communities of Hyndburn to report any suspected drug dealers. We will then target those dealers immediately. Together we can make Hyndburn safer.”

A new set of measures under The Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005 (CNEA) comes into force this April.  Environmental anti-social behaviour includes leaving litter in a public place, nuisance vehicles and abandoning a vehicle, cycling on a footpath, graffiti and fly-posting, drug related paraphernalia, fly posting, dog fouling, fly-tipping, dumped business waste, vandalism, abandoned shopping trolleys and noise nuisance.  Its presence can spoil the quality of life of local residents and the look of a neighbourhood.


The new measures in the act include giving HBC new powers to deal with problem back alley ways by creating a gating order that enables gates to restrict access at specified times of the day.  Takeaway food premises, where litter is related to their activities, could be issued with Street Litter Control Notices.


It will be an offence to sell two or more vehicles on the same road or within 500m of each other or to carry out repair, maintenance, servicing, improvement or dismantling on a vehicle on a road.  This does not mean repairs from an accident or breakdown that are carried out within 72 hours of the incident.  HBC will be able to remove any abandoned vehicle immediately from any road (or pavement) without the need to attach a notice first.


It will be an offence to drop litter on all open land where the public are entitled or permitted to have access including dropping litter on water.  If a piece of private land is littered, the owner will be responsible for clearing the litter or refuse, however HBC will be able to take legal action to get areas cleaned up.  HBC will be able to designate areas where the distribution of handouts, flyers and circulars can only occur with their consent.  People can be issued with Fixed Penalty Notices for chewing gum and smoking related litter.


Fly-posting (illegal advertisements) will be treated in the same way as graffiti under the Anti-social Behaviour Act 2003.  Local trading standards will have a specific duty to investigate the extent of spray paint graffiti problems in their areas once a year and to take appropriate enforcement action where necessary and stop the sale of aerosol paint to children.


An employee will no longer be able to defend him/herself by saying they were acting under instruction from his/her employer if he/she is caught fly-tipping (waste) on behalf of the company.  The courts will be able to order an offender convicted of a ‘fly-tipping’ offence to pay the enforcing authority’s investigation and enforcement costs, and any costs associated with the seizure of vehicles involved in the offence.  If a vehicle has been used in the offence, the court can now make an order to seize it and give possession of the vehicle and the rights to its contents to the relevant enforcement authority.  By 2007 it is proposed to introduce a new power to stop, search and seize vehicles involved in fly-tipping & duty of care offences.


The dog byelaw system is being replaced and HBC have new powers to designate areas where dogs must be kept under control.


Fixed penalty notices for environmental offences - The local authority can now set the level of fines and is setting up a panel including people from the Network to discuss how the Act is implemented.�
